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But what is tragic?
Ancient Criteria for a Tragedy:

1) Hamartia- the tragic character must aim for the good, but through some moral weakness he/ she miss the mark and fail horribly. The weakness is called their tragic flaw.
2) An external character, or force (fate), acts on the tragic character and causes them to make wrong decisions.
3) The tragic figure ultimately surrenders him/herself to reestablish order in a chaotic world.  

4) A figure must fall drastically from power, wealth, and respect.
