	As a group (of 3) create a puppet/ Claymation/ Cartoon version of Macbeth. It may either use old English or modern English and it may be comedic or serious. The setting may be modern or ancient and it may be performed in real time or filmed and put on Youtube—either way, please explain your choices
	As a group (of 3 or 4) perform 15-20 tableau poses that fully summarize Macbeth.  You should have one narrator who explains important items. If the narrator touches a part of the tableau, it may speak. Your poses must have various physical levels and be in chronological order.  You must use props, music, and costumes.  It may be performed in real time or filmed. Explain your choices. 
	As a group (of 3), create a 7 minute Podcast on a topic of interest to you that is also relevant to our study of Macbeth.  Suggested topics 
-King James’ impact on the play

-Curse of Macbeth

-Cleansing and Guilt

-Shakespeare in our Education system

-Greed: Now and Then

-Witches: Now and Then

-Your choice

	As a pair, script and perform a 5-7 minute interview, or counselling session between one (or more) Macbeth character and one modern celebrity.  You should not have to say who you are, but your attitude, answers, and costume demonstrate. 
	Creative Choice!

 (please run it by your teacher—it must demonstrate your knowledge of the play, creativity, and it must involve be some kind of media and oral communication)
	As a pair, take opposing sides of a prepared debate (intro, rebuttal, conclusion) that presents both sides of a controversial topic in Macbeth. The debate should be a 5-7 minutes long.  You must use evidence from the text. 

	You are the judge and the class is your courtroom.  You have heard all of the witnesses and analyzed all of the evidence.  You must make a 2-3 minute scripted speech explaining who or what you find to be guilty of the murders in Macbeth (choose only 1) why they are to blame (5 pieces of evidence) and what an appropriate sentence will be.
	Choose a secondary character from Macbeth and perform 2-3 minute creative and scripted soliloquy from their point of view that unveils their appropriate reaction to specific events in the play.  It may be performed in front of the class or pre-recorded.  You should have an appropriate costume and props. 
	Create a viral or alternative advertising campaign for Macbeth and then present in 2-3 minutes to the class your marketing proposal. You should consider how this play might be important to youth today and how it might be integrated into their lives. EX a video game, a website, celebrities that could make it relevant, connections to Bay Street. 
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	Knowledge: (M)
You accurately represent or creatively interpret the characters and events of Macbeth. Your knowledge of the play is clear.
