Presentation Due Dates: 

· Select, edit, stage, perform, and analyze a 5-7 minute scene or retelling of Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet.
· You should transform your scene in some unique way, yet it must stay true to at least one theme in Shakespeare’s play. 
· The scene and comments must be completely memorized or filmed.
·  You will put the scene on (or play it) twice.  Once, from start to finish and the second time you will do an annotation of your own scene.  The director of your group will pause the action 10-12 times and will explain the deep viewing choices that your group made to convey a specific message. 

· If you film it, it must satisfy all elements of deep viewing AND any technical problems (including low volume) will be reflected in your grade. 

· If you film, you will perform the live annotation of the film on the due date. 
· The mark will be recorded under the Ontario Curriculum strand for Media and Oral Communication.
