Writer’s Notebook

(Rubric on Back)
Besides your course binder for class handouts and in-class exercises, you are asked to keep a separate “Writer’s Notebook”, due just before the mid- term (7th to 8th week of class), as a major component of first term evaluation.

Prompt Process:

During the first weeks of class, you will have time each day to record the day’s prompt, respond initially to it, and work on course writing. What goes into your notebook?

· All personal writing you do, including, if you wish, assignment drafts

· All daily prompt writing

· All sources of inspiration (to quote the rubric: “additive content”- paste in all kinds of good stuff!)

· Editing (colour-coded, perhaps) , a commentary on your own writing

· Writing over and above course requirements!

In a phrase, the best notebooks appear to be:

“Your mind on the page”!

What should your notebook look like?

· Any “booklet” style that is comfortable for you (height, width, price, style). Most students use a spiral bound book. 

· If you prefer to use a laptop/netbook, please “publish” as one document (pdf or rtf please!)

· Neat is overrated! Don’t you dare use white-out! Leave it all in there, the good, the bad, the ugly, the messy!
